‘at home’. Ask God to 
help us to mentor people 
and capitalise on this new 
life that is in our midst.  Pray for members of the 

circuit who are 
Keyworkers, or who 
volunteer for 
organisations such as 
the NHS, Foodbanks, 
Night Shelters or Phone 
Helplines. Help us to 
discern how God is 
calling us to work in 
partnership. Pray for 
growth. 

Pray for those who may 
feel marginalised; those 
who are not suffering 
with the virus but 
nonetheless face life-
threatening illness. Pray 
also for those who are 
struggling with their 
relationships, their 
finances, with ‘grief,’ 
and/or with their mental 
health.  



Pray for young people 
that they might find 
healthy peer groups and 
access to spiritual 
support. Pray for all youth 
leaders as they continue 
to link with young people. 
Pray for a mutual support 
between younger and 
older people.  

Pray that our engagement 
via social media would be 
meaningful, giving rise to 
genuine fellowship and 
supportive relationships. 
Pray for God’s direction 
as to how we link the 
virtual with the physical 
when self-isolation 
restrictions begin to 
ease.
